Mt. Graham Safe House assisted thirteen families in Rapid Rehousing and Transition in place since 

October 2017. 

This program is to assist survivors of domestic violence to gain economic stability and achieve their 

personal goals. We strive to meet this mission by providing a variety of practical and emotional 

support, and housing assistance. 

The purpose of the Transition in Place (TIP) and Rapid Rehousing (RR) programs is to assist victims 

in stabilizing their lives in safe and stable housing as soon as possible.  Criteria for admittance into 

the program: must be a victim of domestic violence (DV), the DV must be the cause of the need for 

assistance. The victim must have the potential to be self-supporting and able to remain in the safe 

housing at the end of the program period. A MGSH advocate must refer the victim to the program. 

The victim must turn in a program application to the Housing Coordinator. All victims must reside 

in the MGSH service area (Graham or Greenlee Counties) and must be seeking housing in the ser-

vice area. You have the right to not answer any question you believe is not necessary to determine 

eligibility. 

The new year is going fast!  February is teen dating awareness month, April is sexual assault awareness 
month.  Please join us by wearing orange in February and teal in April to spread awareness for these two serious 
situations that affect our community.  Also in April we will be holding our annual golf tournament in Greenlee Coun-
ty.  This is always an event that is great fun, come join us. 

 

Our program is ready for a new year, we are offering some new groups to help the victims express themselves and 
heal including some art opportunities.  New groups for teens have also been included and preliminary results are 
very positive. High school students in Safford and Morenci will be seeing our advocates soon, discussing safe dating. 
Our mobile advocates will continue to travel to the location they are needed by the victim.  This eliminates the need 
for the victim to travel to make any service we provide as hassle free as possible.

April is Sexual Assault Awareness Month  
 
What is Sexual Violence?  
 
Å Sexual violence is a broad term and includes: rape, incest, child sexual abuse, intimate partner violence, 
sexual exploitation,  
human trafficking, unwanted sexual contact, sexual harassment, exposure, and voyeurism.  
 
Å Sexual assault is a serious and widespread problem.  
 
ñ Nearly 1 in 5 women in the United States have experienced rape or attempted rape some time in their 
lives, and 1 in 67  
American men have experienced rape or attempted rape.1  
 
Å Sexual violence occurs when someone is forced or manipulated into unwanted sexual activity without 
their consent.  
  
ñ Consent means permission for something to happen or agreement to do something.  
  
ñ Reasons someone might not consent to sexual activity include fear, age, illness, disability, and/or influ-
ence of alcohol or drugs.  
  
Å Anyone can experience sexual violence, including children, teens, adults, and seniors.  
 
Å Those who sexually abuse can be acquaintances, family, trusted individuals, or strangers; of these, the 
first three are
